purpose.​ ​​ ​I​ ​love​ ​this​ ​question,​ ​as​ ​it​ ​is​ ​telling​ ​us​ ​to​ ​stop​ ​and​ ​think,​ ​who​ ​really​ ​is​ ​Jesus​ ​for​ ​us​ ​in​ ​our 
own​ ​hearts!  
 
Part​ ​of​ ​my​ ​Catholic​ ​Director​ ​of​ ​Religious​ ​Studies’​ ​Conference​ ​last 

week,​ ​was​ ​in​ ​the​ ​tranquil 
surroundings,​ ​of​ ​the​ ​New​ ​Zealand 
scenery​ ​of​ ​Jerusalem.​ ​​ ​Here​ ​the 
beauty​ ​of​ ​God’s​ ​creation​ ​and​ ​the 
stunning​ ​church,​ ​that​ ​acts​ ​as​ ​a 
protection​ ​overlooking​ ​from​ ​a​ ​hill,​ ​drew 
us​ ​to​ ​a​ ​place​ ​of​ ​peace,​ ​worship​ ​and 
significant​ ​people.​ ​​ ​People​ ​of​ ​the​ ​past, 
such​ ​as​ ​James​ ​K.​ ​Baxter​ ​(he​ ​was​ ​a 
celebrated​ ​and​ ​well​ ​loved​ ​NZ​ ​poet, 
who​ ​wrote​ ​his​ ​first​ ​poem​ ​at​ ​the​ ​age​ ​of 
7.​ ​In​ ​1969​ ​he​ ​formed​ ​a​ ​community 
along​ ​the​ ​Wanganui​ ​River​ ​in 
Jerusalem)​ ​and​ ​Mother​ ​Aubert​ ​(who 
spent​ ​a​ ​significant​ ​time​ ​of​ ​her​ ​life​ ​in 
Jerusalem​ ​and​ ​in​ ​particular​ ​was​ ​an 
advocate​ ​and​ ​real​ ​mother​ ​to​ ​the​ ​Maori 
people).​ ​​ ​Here​ ​amidst​ ​the​ ​cry​ ​of​ ​the​ ​Heron,​ ​the​ ​words​ ​​“Who​ ​do​ ​you 

say​ ​I​ ​am?”​​ ​resonate​ ​with​ ​a​ ​natural​ ​spiritual​ ​cry.​ ​​ ​We​ ​are​ ​surrounded​ ​by​ ​God​ ​and​ ​we​ ​can​ ​hear​ ​him​ ​in 
the​ ​silence! 
 
Our​ ​Value​ ​of​ ​the​ ​week​ ​is​ ​….​ ​​listening​ ​to​ ​others.​​ ​​ ​When​ ​we​ ​listen,​ ​we​ ​learn​ ​from​ ​others.​ ​​ ​Please 
could​ ​you​ ​talk​ ​to​ ​the​ ​children​ ​about​ ​the​ ​importance​ ​of​ ​caring​ ​kind​ ​words​ ​at​ ​all​ ​times,​ ​even​ ​if​ ​they 
feel​ ​annoyed.​ ​​ ​Sometimes​ ​children​ ​can​ ​tease​ ​each​ ​other​ ​and​ ​we​ ​would​ ​like​ ​to​ ​guide​ ​against​ ​this 
with​ ​our​ ​St​ ​Mary’s​ ​values.​ ​​ ​If​ ​a​ ​child​ ​asks​ ​their​ ​peers​ ​to​ ​stop​ ​teasing​ ​them,​ ​the​ ​children​ ​need​ ​to 
respect​ ​that​ ​and​ ​to​ ​always​ ​listen​ ​and​ ​stop.​ ​​ ​We​ ​are​ ​always​ ​on​ ​hand​ ​if​ ​children​ ​feel​ ​they​ ​need​ ​help​ ​in 
any​ ​way. 
 
Frances​ ​from​ ​Zero​ ​Waste​ ​continued​ ​with​ ​our​ ​environmental,​ ​sustainability​ ​theme​ ​last​ ​week.​ ​​ ​One 
area​ ​we​ ​are​ ​focusing​ ​on,​ ​is​ ​to​ ​help​ ​the​ ​children​ ​not​ ​to​ ​waste​ ​food,​ ​especially​ ​at​ ​lunch​ ​times. 
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Another​ ​is​ ​to​ ​watch​ ​what​ ​we​ ​are​ ​putting​ ​down​ ​our​ ​drains​ ​as​ ​well​ ​as​ ​cutting​ ​back​ ​on​ ​our​ ​use​ ​of 
chemicals. 
 
These​ ​are​ ​all​ ​important​ ​messages​ ​to​ ​listen​ ​to.​ ​​ ​This​ ​week​ ​we​ ​are​ ​also​ ​reminding​ ​the​ ​children​ ​in​ ​a 
positive,​ ​preventative​ ​manner,​ ​about​ ​how​ ​to​ ​be​ ​safe​ ​and​ ​fire​ ​wise.​ ​​ ​These​ ​messages​ ​include​ ​having 
smoke​ ​alarms​ ​in​ ​every​ ​home,​ ​crawling​ ​calmly​ ​and​ ​as​ ​fast​ ​as​ ​possible​ ​if​ ​there​ ​is​ ​a​ ​fire,​ ​in​ ​order​ ​to 
escape​ ​to​ ​a​ ​safe​ ​meeting​ ​point​ ​that​ ​the​ ​whole​ ​family​ ​knows​ ​about.​ ​​ ​Keeping​ ​fabric/objects​ ​a​ ​​metre 
from​ ​the​ ​heater​ ​​and​ ​dialing​ ​111​ ​with​ ​address​ ​information​ ​if​ ​there​ ​is​ ​an​ ​emergency​ ​are​ ​all​ ​essential 
reminders.​ ​​ ​You​ ​are​ ​all​ ​welcome​ ​at​ ​1.00pm​ ​at​ ​school​ ​this​ ​Friday​ ​for​ ​a​ ​Fire​ ​Safety​ ​visit​ ​followed​ ​by 
our​ ​tri-weekly​ ​assembly​ ​at​ ​2.15pm. 
 
I​ ​hope​ ​when​ ​you​ ​ask​ ​the​ ​question​ ​this​ ​week,​ ​“​Who​ ​do​ ​you​ ​say​ ​I​ ​am?”​​ ​that​ ​it​ ​is​ ​someone​ ​with​ ​a​ ​safe 
and​ ​caring​ ​message​ ​to​ ​follow.​ ​​ ​Someone​ ​who​ ​reminds​ ​us​ ​to​ ​look​ ​after​ ​the​ ​environment​ ​and​ ​others 
and​ ​to​ ​treat​ ​them​ ​with​ ​dignity​ ​always.
